Hello, My name is Michael Egan, and I’'m emailing
you on behalf of MaritimelnjuryCenter.com.
A little about myself: I served US Marine Corp and
US Navy units in the first Gulf War. During ship-
board firefighting training, I severely injured my
knee on an open scuttlebutt. Later on during my ser-
vice in the Persian Gulf, I became ill and was diag-
nosed with fibromyalgia, likely due to toxic chemical
exposure. I'm now a Disabled Veteran.

I assist Maritime Injury Center in their mission of
advocating for mariners and Veterans alike. Now
more than ever, I think its important for service mem-
bers to understand the significance of the Jones Act
and how it impacts the captain and crew of merchant
ships hauling military cargo in times of engagement.
